NEW Computerized Check In System
Our goal with the new Check-in process is creating a more stream-lined and secure process for everyone involved. 
Here’s a break-down of how to check-in your family.

• At the screen click 'name' and enter your last name first, and then first name. 
• Find and click "Select" on your family (note sometimes multiple families have the same last name)
• You should see all individuals in your family and the appropriate classes you can check them into. 
• Once all your kids have been assigned to a class click finish and print on the bottom right corner and 

wait to pick up your child's name badge and your parent security badge. 
• You will need to show your parent security badge at the end of the service to pick up your child.
• If you are new see our Check-in Volunteer to be added to the system and to get more information.
